
Scholarship Application for the 202�-2025 Academic Year 

Applicants to the Helen Gee Chin Scholarship 
Foundation Scholarship Program must: 

• Be a U.S. Citizen or Permanent Resident;
• Plan to enroll full-time as an undergraduate at an

accredited U.S. four-year college or university for
the entire 202�-2025 academic year;

• Have studied one or more of the Chinese Martial
Arts – Kung Fu, Wu Shu, or Tai Chi – for a
minimum of 5 [five] years; and

• Have a “B” average grade or better.

Scholarship recipients are selected based on the 
following factors: 

• Martial arts achievement (e.g., tournament
medals*, contribution to the martial arts);

• Academic achievement;
• An essay explaining what the study of martial

arts has meant to the applicant; and
• Participation and leadership in community and

school activities, work experience, educational
and career goals, and unusual circumstances.

Selection of recipients is made by the Trustees of the 
Helen Gee Chin Scholarship Foundation. Family 
members of the Trustees are ineligible for the award. 

Awards are for undergraduate study only and 
pertain to a single academic year. 

For the 2024-2025 academic year, THE (ELEN 'EE 
#HIN 3CHOLARSHIP &OUNDATION WILL MAKE AT LEAST TWO 
AWARDS OF �3000 EACH. � 

Recipients of a Helen Gee Chin Scholarship shall not 
commit any act that is dishonest, immoral, or illegal 
or that otherwise could hurt the image of the 
Chinese Martial Arts. If such an act is committed by 
a Helen Gee Chin Scholarship Program recipient, 
the Helen Gee Chin Scholarship award shall 
immediately be revoked.  

* The expectation of tournament competition may be reduced in the case
of special life circumstances (see Section 10).

All applicants will be notified by e-mail by mid-
August 2024. At that time, the recipient must still be 
planning to enroll at the college listed in section 4 
of the application form in 202�-2025. 

Scholarships will be processed in one installment BY 
August 15. Checks will be mailed to the recipient’s 
home address and made payable to the school.
